Á82% report satisfaction with their DR plans 

Á84% report IT systems are protected to some extent 

ÁAverage SMB experienced 3 outages in past 12 
months due to human, power, and natural causes 

Á47% report no plan to handle such disruptions 

ÁOnly 1 in 5 do daily backups 

Á40% execute backups monthly or less often!

High Availability Options (within farm) 

 ÁSQL Server Clustering 

ÁTwo or more physical servers 
present as a single virtual server 

ÁFailure of one node results in 
other node(s) taking over 

ÁLoad Balancing 

ÁWeb requests are balanced 
between two or more WFEs 

ÁFailed WFEs stop receiving web 
requests 

 



High Availability Options (between farms) 

 ÁDatabase Mirroring 

ÁSQL DB data is synchronized 
between PROD and DR 

ÁTransaction Log Shipping 

ÁSQL transaction logs are copied 
from PROD to DR regularly 

ÁIn the case of PROD outage, steps 
are taken to bring the DR farm 
online and redirect traffic to it. 

ÁSharePoint 2010 is mirroring-aware
